A Graduate Hooding Ceremony will be held on
Thursday, May 11, 2006. The ceremony will
begin at 6:00 p.m. in Thompson-Boling Assembly
Center and Arena. During the ceremony,
graduate degrees will be awarded to all Master’s,
Specialists in Education, and doctoral
candidates. The Office of Graduate Student
Services coordinates the ceremony.

THE CEREMONY

The ceremony celebrates the accomplishments
of all who are receiving graduate degrees. All
candidates will be part of the ceremony.
Following brief remarks by the Alexander Prize
Recipient, the Chancellor of the University will
confer the degrees. Each candidate will be
presented on stage. Master's candidates will
wear their hoods in the processional prior to the
ceremony and as they cross the stage when their
names are announced. Each doctoral candidate
will be hooded by his/her major professor.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE?
For the Spring 2006 Graduate Hooding
Ceremony, all graduate students receiving
degrees in Spring 2006 will be eligible to
participate.

Non-thesis Master’s degree candidates who plan
to graduate during the Summer 2006 semester
and who have 12 or fewer hours of course work
may also participate in the ceremony. However,
those candidates will not have their names
printed in the program. Names of all Summer
2006 graduates will be printed in the Fall
semester 2006 program.

PROCEDURES FOR PARTICIPATION

All candidates for graduate degrees who wish to
participate will be required to submit an online
registration form no later than March 17, 2006.
